CONTRACT SPECIFICATIONS

6. Description of the contract 
Anto Grubišić Ltd. Zagreb is involved to manufacturing of metal products and mainly, to thermal processing of metal. The Company is introducing new innovative technology of metal processing and in this respect is to provide its manufacturing facility with the related equipment. The main project’s objective is to increase competitiveness and business efficiency through introduction of innovative environment friendly technology (furnaces with noble gas atmosphere). Additionally, expected project results are:

· Introduced innovative eco-friendly hardening technology with innert gas atmosphere
· HRN EN 746 and ISO 14001 issued
· Increased knowledge on new technology of hardening in metal processing industry
· Increased knowledge on environment protection in metal processing industry
· Identified potential buyers in Croatia (5) and EU (5)
The manufacturing and metal processing facility is placed in Zagreb, Poljačka 56.
The following contract is related to procurement of needed equipment that will assure to obtain the above mentioned objective(s) and results. The needed equipment is: furnaces with noble gases and other equipment; appliance for hardness measuring and dry ice machine.

7. Number and titles of lots

Procurement is consisted of three (3) lots:

LOT 1 – Furnaces with Noble Gases and Other Equipment
LOT 2 – Table Appliance for Hardness Measuring

LOT 3 – Dry Ice Machine

TERMS OF PARTICIPATION

8. Eligibility and rules of origin 
Participation is open to all legal persons participating either individually or in a grouping (consortium) of tenderers which are established in a Member State of the European Union or in a country or territory of the regions covered and/or authorised by the specific instruments applicable to the IPA programme. All goods supplied under this contract must originate in one or more of these countries. Participation is also open to international organisations. Participation of natural persons is directly governed by the specific instruments applicable to the programme under which the contract is financed.
9. Grounds for exclusion

Tenderers must submit a signed declaration, included in the Tender Form for a Supply Contract, to the effect that they are not in any of the situations listed in point 2.3.3 of the Practical Guide to contracts procedures for EU external actions.
10. Number of tenders

Tenderers may submit only one tender per lot. Tenders for parts of a lot will not be considered. Any tenderer may state in its tender that it would offer a discount in the event that its tender is accepted for more than one lot. Tenderers may not submit a tender for a variant solution in addition to their tender for the supplies required in the tender dossier.

11. Tender guarantee
No tender guarantee is required.

12. Performance guarantee

The successful tenderer will be asked to provide a performance guarantee of 5% of the amount of the contract at the signing of the contract. This guarantee must be provided together with the return of the countersigned contract no later than 30 days after the tenderer receives the contract signed by the Contracting Authority. If the selected tenderer fails to provide such a guarantee within this period, the contract will be void and a new contract may be drawn up and sent to the tenderer which has submitted the next cheapest compliant tender.
13. Information meeting and/or site visit

No information meeting is planned.
14. Tender validity

Tenders must remain valid for a period of 90 days after the deadline for submission of tenders.

15. Period of implementation of tasks
The implementation period will last for 120 days for lots 1 and  3 starting from the signature of the last party to the contract. The implementation period for Lots 1 and 3 includes 
 delivery period of 90 days each. 

The implementation period will last for 90 days for Lot 2 starting from the signature of the last party to the contract. The implementation period for Lot 2 includes delivery period of 60 days. 


SELECTION AND AWARD CRITERIA

16. Selection criteria 
The following selection criteria will be applied to tenderers. In the case of tenders submitted by a consortium, these selection criteria will be applied to the consortium as a whole:

Economic and financial capacity of tenderer (based on i.a. item 3 of the Tender Form for a Supply Contract). In case of tenderer being a public body, equivalent information should be provided.

the annual turnover of the tenderer for the years 2010, 2011 and 2012
 must be at least equal to the submitted financial proposal

2) Technical capacity of tenderer (based on i.a. items 5 and 6 of the Tender Form for a Supply Contract)
a) the tenderer has worked successfully on at least one project with a budget of at least that of this financial proposal in the field related to this contract (for Lot 1 Furnaces with Noble Gases; for Lot 2 Table Appliance for Hardness Measuring; for Lot 3 Dry Ice Machine), within the last three (3) years before the deadline for submission of tenders, as indicated in point 19 of this Procurement Notice
